This 6-day intensive orchestral course will take place between September 1 and 6 2026 inclusive, at 

the Philharmonie de Paris. It will be tutored by musicians from the Orchestre de Paris and conducted 

by Klaus Mäkelä, Music Director of the Orchestre de Paris and Olha Dondyk, Lauréate Maestra 2024.  

  

The tutors (Principals and sectional members of the Orchestra) will play alongside the academy 

members, alternating tutti and sectionals. This format will allow the Summer Academy members to 

prepare an ambitious programme, including Saint-Saens’s Symphonie n°3 and Honegger’s Symphonie 

n°3, to be performed in concert at the Philharmonie de Paris on September 6, 2026 in the Grande Salle 

Pierre Boulez. Klaus Mäkelä, Music Director of the Orchestre de Paris, and guest conductor Olha 

Dondik, Lauréate Maestra 2024 will conduct the concert.  

  

The 5 laureates selected for the Studio Academy (strings only) must also participate in the Summer 

Academy.  

  

The Orchestre de Paris will provide accommodation and meals.  

Travel aid is available on application  

 

   Studio Academy – January to June 2027 inclusive 

  

The Studio Academy welcomes 5 young high-level string instrumentalists as follows:  

  

- 2 violins - alternating first or second violins   

- 1 viola   

- 1 cello  

- 1 double bass  

  

The Studio academicians are part of the orchestra’s regular season in the same way as the musicians 

of the Orchestre de Paris for a period of 6 months. They have an personnalised schedule alternating 

weeks of concerts at the Philharmonie and on tour, with weeks of preparation, coaching and individual 

work. During these preparation weeks, they benefit from pedagogical support from their Principals 

and a tutor team of sectional members but may also be able to book training sessions with the other 

sections.  

  

With a view to their future profession, certain work sessions will be devoted to the preparation of mock 

auditions and include solo instrumental repertoire, orchestral extracts, stress management, etc. These 

mock auditions will take place during the six months of the Studio Academy. Additional activities 

(chamber music, outreach activities, well-being workshops etc.) are also planned according to schedule 

possibilities, the Academy members needs and the balance of individual working time.  

  

The academicians' schedule is fixed in advance and established according to the orchestra's schedule. 

Barring individual tutor work sessions, the schedule is the same for all five academicians.  

  

The Studio academicians will have the possibility of playing in about 30 concerts not only at the 

Philharmonie de Paris but in some of the most well known European concert halls.   
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Studio academicians will be hired on a fixed-term contract and will receive a salary calculated on the 

basis of the Orchestre de Paris' salary grid.

A selected number of successful Summer Academy string applicant, will be invited to participate in the 
auditions for the Académie Studio at the Philharmonie de Paris during the first week of April 2026. 
Applicants will receive the audition programme and date together with the notification of their place 

in  Summer Academy.  

Please note that Summer Academy participation is obligatory for Studio Academy eligibility.   

 

 

  

2. How to register your application 

  

• The Academy is open to French and foreign candidates of a high level.  

• Candidates must be over 18 years of age, in the process of studying music or having completed their 

higher music studies.  

• Candidates must not be permanent members of a professional symphony orchestra  

• Wind, timpani and percussions candidates must be available for the entire period of the Summer 

Academy   

• String candidates must be available for the entire Summer Academy and Studio Academy at the time 

of audition  

• Fluency in English or French is required

of the Orchestre de Paris. Accommodation and travel expenses will therefore not be covered by 

the Orchestre de Paris.   

   

6. Financial Aid  

 

Financial aid is available for applicants who do not have the financial means to travel to the Summer 

Academy and / or travel and stay in Paris for the Studio Academy auditions.  

 

This aid is awarded on the basis of social and artistic criteria.

The aid fund does not cover the costs of the Studio Academy as the selected laureates are paid and 

have a fixed-term contract with the Orchestre de Paris.
